
Bart, or Bartholomew, is sometimes known as Nathaniel. 
He went on to preach the gospels in India.

ROB MORRISON as “BART”

A fisherman and brother of James, he is also known 
as The Evangelist. He is traditionally thought to be the 
author of the Gospel According to John and is responsible 
for writing more sections of the New Testament than any 
other apostle. He was at the cross with the Marys.

KYLE SCATLIFFE as “JOHN”

He is famous for doubting the testimony that Jesus rose 
from the dead and thus is known as “Doubting Thomas.” 
It’s thought that he travelled as far as China to preach the 
gospels. His tomb is in Mylapore in India.

WESLEY TAYLOR as “TOM”

Simon has been seen as a member of a political party–
The Zealots. It is possible that he travelled in the Middle 
East and Africa.

GREGORY TRECO as “SIMON”

Mags, or Mary Magdalene, is known in literature as a 
prostitute, but she may in fact have been a woman of 
some wealth. She is known as the first preacher because 
of her telling the disciples about the empty tomb. She is 
mentioned more than any other woman in the gospels.

ADRIENNE WALKER as “MAGS”

Known as the “Rock” or Simon Peter, he is the brother 
of Andrew. Both were fishermen. He was considered the 
first pope in Catholic history. He was crucified in what we 
now know as St. Peter’s Square.

AKRON LANIER WATSON as “PETE”

She was chosen by God to conceive 
Jesus through the Holy Spirit. 

REMA WEBB as “MOTHER MARY”

GET TO KNOW THE CHARACTERS DEPICTED IN

Jimmy or “James the Less” is the son of Alpheus. He is 
sometimes called the brother of Jesus, but was probably 
a cousin. Thought to be the first bishop of Jerusalem.

Phil or Philip came from Bethsaida, the same town as 
Andrew and Peter and was a friend of Bartholomew. He 
is thought to be buried in the Church of the Apostles in 
Rome.

BRANDON J. ELLIS as “PHIL”

Matthew was a wealthy tax collector in Israel, a job which 
was reviled even then! He is the author of the Gospel of 
Matthew and is associated with the Orthodox Church.

F. MICHAEL HAYNIE as “MATT”

Also known as Thaddeus, Tee is the Patron Saint of 
Armenia, and preached the gospel in Syria, Samaria, and 
Libya. His remains are in St. Peters Basilica.

MEL JOHNSON JR. as “TEE”

A fisherman, he was called together with his brother 
Peter to become a disciple. He is associated with Greece 
and is the Patron Saint of Scotland. His feast day begins 
the Nativity in the Eastern Orthodox Church.

WONZA JOHNSON as “ANDREW”

The older brother of John, he had a fiery temper which 
earned him the nickname “Son of Thunder.” Thought to 
be the first martyr, he is the Patron Saint of Spain and his 
remains are buried there.
